Facts about the Safwa People:
The Safwa are mainly farmers.
They grow maize, rice, sunflowers, cassava, wheajpaas.
They raise chickens, goats and cows.
Crops they sell are:
Cotton
Potatoes
Coffee

The Safwa usually live in small villages away frpeople who speak other
languages.

The Safwa people live in mud-brick homes. The remésmade of long grass or

Young Safwa children help around the house. Theaegviloors and yards,

Some of the older children go to primary schoot thaaught in Swabhili, which
is one of the official languages of Tanzania. FeSafwa children attend school
than children of other language groups.

Very few Safwa people can read in any language t Mlosiot speak or
understand the official language of Swalhili.

Most of the Safwa people walk or use bicycles fansportation. All roads in
the Safwa area are dirt.

The religion of the Safwa people demands ritualiBees to the spirits of
ancestors.

The Safwa people hope this will bring good harvegted health and
protection from harm.

They also practice witchcraft, which binds many&ain Satan’s fearful hold.

A few Safwa people are Christians. There are alewvasery small churches
among the Safwa.

The Safwa people do not have any Scripture or Gamisnaterials translated
into their own language because their languageé@asr been written or
recorded.

You can pray for the Safwa people.

Ask God to send someone who can translate Scripndether Christian
materials for the Safwa.

Pray that the Safwa will listen and accept God's$ége of salvation through
Christ.

Pray that they will be released from the fear dthes as they come to trust
Jesus to save and protect them.

Pray that the few Safwa Christians will share tifeth and want God’s
Message in their own language.
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Tanzanian Animal Studies
Lions

Lions are large cats that live on the grassy savaarplains in Africa.
Lions are a golden color with a black tail tuftreand lips.

Male lions have blond or black manes (long haswgng around the neck).
Males grow to be up to 6 feet (1.8 m) long and Wweig much as 420 pounds
(190 kg). They can live for about 15 years.

Lions live in permanent groups that have up toi@asl. The home territory of
this group can cover 100 square miles (260 squaje k

The roar of an adult lion can be heard up to fivkesraway. This helps reunite
scattered group members and warns away othernioinsiembers of the group.

Female lions do most of the hunting. They oftenthin groups during the
darkest, coolest hours of early morning. During nodshe day and night they
remain inactive. Usually only one out of four hugtitrips is successful.

The male leaders of the group always eat first) the adult females. The
young lions must fight for scraps left over.

Lions are the largest meat-eating animal foundfimcA. They feed on many
animals that pass through or share their home &hesy. hunt antelopes,
warthogs, wildebeest, zebras and other large, ing@himals.
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Giraffes

Giraffes are the tallest animals in the world. Theycan be up to 19 feet (6 m)
tall and weigh up to 2,800 pounds (1270 kg). A bahyiraffe is called a calf.
They weigh about 130 pounds at birth and are 6 feeall when born.

Giraffes live in herds (groups) in African grasslarand eat tree leaves. They
can go for days without water.

In order to drink water, a giraffe must spreadritsit legs and bend its long
neck down to the water.

This position makes it easy for other animals the lion, to hunt and kill them.

When being hunted, giraffes can run up to 35 mghk(h) for short periods of
time.

The height of the giraffe allows it to eat leaved &wigs from tall trees.

Giraffes can see farther than any other land asiadl this protects them by
allowing them to see danger approaching.

The tan colored hide of giraffes has darker bropatsand provides an
excellent way to remain hidden among the treeshaisties.
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Giraffes
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Red-billed Oxpecker

The Red-billed Oxpecker is a bird often seen patdrelarge mammals in
Tanzania and other parts of southern Africa.

They are brightly colored birds that can easilysben. Oxpeckers have a short
thick red bill. Their eyes are red and are surr@ahloly large, bright yellow circles.
The head, neck, wings and tail are brown-gray. Uirgerside of this bird is pale
yellow. They don’t have to hide from large Africanimals.

The oxpeckers are only about 9 inches (22 cm) larigare fearless of large
animals like lions and giraffes. They are fearlessause they help many of the
large animals. Oxpeckers help by eating ticks demkfand bothersome flies off
the large animals. They also eat the dead skiofdffe larger animals.

The oxpecker will eat hundreds of these irritalitte pests each day. So the large
animals welcome their company and don’t harm them.

The nest of an oxpecker is a hole in a tree. Theale lays 1-5 eggs at one time).
Both male and female oxpeckers sit on the eggsép khem warm until they
hatch.
