Is there a church where these people may gathethtegto
worship and study?

Do any Christians in this group face persecutitea¢ment in a
harsh or cruel way) for their beliefs?

Crocodiles are one type of animal (reptiles) that in the rivers and swamps
surrounding the villages of the Umeda people.

Facts about the Umeda people:

The Umeda people are a tiny language group livingnie village and speaking
their own language.

The village is in the lowland rainforest near tleeder with Indonesia.

There are only about 275 Umeda people.

God loves these people and wants them to love eve $1im.

The Umeda people build their homes from materlady find in the rain forest
Hardwood posts hold up and support floors made fpalm trees.

The roofs are made from thatched leaves of the galyo tree.

The houses have no walls because the climatehstsand sticky.

For food, the Umeda grow gardens of vegetablesagd palm.

Men'’s work is to clear gardens from the thick tegigrowth. Men crush the
sago pith for the women to wash.

Umeda men also hunt for small animals that livéhair rainforest home.
Sometimes men kill a wild pig when they can fimo
The women work to wash the sago starch, storeditcank it for their families

each day.
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The women also plant and weed the gardens, prepeais and care for
children.

Umeda children learn to help their parents at aly @ge. They catch fish for
their families to eat.

They also have plenty of free time to play and swirthe streams.
Little boys learn to copy their fathers by cargiswround tiny bows and arrows.

Little girls like to carry small net bags hung dweitr foreheads, just like their
mothers.

The Umeda people are animists. That means thesMeediverything in their
surroundings has a soul and can be ordered abaugibhy magic.

Men do the rituals and dances which they believedivect the magic power.
They believe this will keep the lives of their filies healthy and successful.

The Umeda people have been very much against nieisbguch as
Christianity.

One Christian group has been working with thentlioty years, but only a
few Umeda have become followers of Christ.

Recently the Umeda people requested someone to aodneghare God’s
Message. A Christian man from another nearby laggggoup has answered
that request. He has gone to live with the Umedsplge First he will have to
learn the Umeda language. Then he can share Gagbsdde with the Umeda
people.

Crocodiles

Crocodiles are reptiles. They live in the warm icapwaters of Africa, North
and South America, in Asia and Australia. Theyalse found in Papua New
Guinea. Crocodiles look like alligators. You calh tteem apart by the shape of
the tapered snout. Also their lower teeth stickwalien their huge jaws are
closed.

Crocodiles vary in size. Those that live in salevabay be up to 10 meters in
length. Other crocodiles are no more than 1 metay.|

They swim very well using their tails and webbeetf@hey have about 75 long
sharp teeth in a long mouth.

Crocodiles swallow their food whole. They eat fisach other, birds, and
mammals, including humans.

They are nocturnal, which means they mostly hunigtit.

Because crocodiles are cold blooded, they likeetout in the sun. They
sunbathe in groups, with their mouths open. Thegsare usually of the same
size. This is because crocodiles eat each othegelaocodiles will kill and eat
smaller ones.

Crocodile Birds are allowed to wander freely amtmgbasking reptiles
because these birds help the crocodiles. Thesg jhic# leeches and other
parasites from the skin of crocodiles. They evelkweside the open mouths to
clean food fragments from the teeth. This keepsatye teeth healthy and
provides food for the birds.

Many crocodiles are grey-green, dark olive, or ¢gveywn on their back. Their
backs have a ridge with bony scales. The bellgikow to white and has
smooth scales. Female crocodiles lay about 75 eggs.

People have hunted these large animals for theis skh some places in the
world large crocodiles are becoming quite rare.

In the low lying caastegions and
along the large tropical rivers, children at a veayly age must
be taught about the dangers that surround them.

Crocodiles are one of he dangerous animals thed liv this
region. Parents warn children to stay far awaynftbese
hungry animals that lurk about on the ocean beaahéslong
river banks seeking food to devour (eat). The addes lie
very still just beneath the water and deceive alsiraad people
because they look like floating logs. But the @¢teh must not
be deceived or they will be eaten by the crocodlike children
must learn to obey their parents and listen ta ihetructions.

The Bible teaches all children everywhere to be aled

careful to do this. The New Testament book of €silans

gives this important rule in chapter 3 verse 20.
“Children, obey your parents in all things, forsins
well pleasing to the Lord.” NKJV
