Is there a church where these people may gathethtegto
worship and study?

Do any Christians in this group face persecutitlea¢ment in a
harsh or cruel way) for their beliefs?

Some of them are voésaand one of them is the
highest mountain in Java.

The volcanoes have made Java’s soil very fertiligh \Wenty of rain and
sunshine the land produces good crops.

Large plantations grow sugarcane, coffee, ricetaacnd provide jobs for the
Osing people.

All the Osing, young and old, men and women, da tteare of working in the
fields.

Most people don’t own land but they work for thegka plantations.
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The Osing people speak their own language at home.

Away from home they speak Bahasa Indonesian wikithe national language
of Indonesia.

The Osing people have interesting music instrumamtsbeautiful dances.
The Osing people are Muslims.
Some Osing also mix the old ways with Muslim bislie

Peacocks also have very beautiful tail feathers. tah feathers are long and
very brightly colored.

Peahens do not have the colorful display of featHeeahen feathers are brown,
white and black.

Male peacocks are very proud and they like to stiatut. They love to display
their feathers by raising them up and spreadingntbet.

Peafowl have very loud calls. They sound like worsereaming in pain.

During mating season the males will call all nigittg. They are hoping to
attract the peahens.

The male peacocks do not need a hen as an excsisevictheir tail feathers.
They often put on a display for no other reason tiosbe proud.

Tarsiers

Tarsiers live on the Indonesian Islands and also atine Philippine Islands in
South East Asia. They live in rainforests and bambmforests. They spend
their whole life in trees.

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Volcanoes

A volcano is a mountain that opens downward to a pm of very hot
liquid rock beneath the surface of the earth. Wherpressure builds
up, eruptions happen. Gases and rocks shoot throhghe opening
and spill over or fill the air with lava fragments. Eruptions can
cause straight up blasts or side way blasts. Themight be lava
flows, hot ash flows, mudslides, avalanches of snawrock, or
falling ash. Volcano eruptions have sometimes knked down entire
forests of trees. An erupting volcano can causeusamis (huge
ocean waves), flash-floods earthquakes, mud-flowsé rock-falls.

Fresh volcanic ash, made of tiny bits of rock, cahe harsh, acidic,
gritty and smelly. The ash may cause damage to tiengs of older
people, babies, and those who have trouble breatlgn

More than 80 percent of the earth’s surface is voémic in origin.

The sea floor and some mountains have been formeg many
volcanic eruptions. There are more than 500 activeolcanoes in the
world. More than half of these volcanoes are pamf what is called
the “Ring of Fire,” a region that encircles the Padic Ocean.
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Parts of a Volcano

This cross-section shows the parts of a volcano. A conduit feeds magma to the
surface. Near the surface, the gas expands and fragments the lava into ash. Some
magma passes through dikes to feed vents. Some magma intrudes parallel to layers
to make sills.
